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A Comparison between Good Agricultural Practices of Department of Livestock
Development and GLOBAL G.A.P. (EUREP G.A.P.) for Pig Farm

Abstract

A Comparison between Good Agricultural Practices (GAP) of Department of Livestock
Development (DLD) and GLOBAL G.A.P. (EUREP G.A.P.) for pig farm was conducted in order to compare
compliance criteria, checklist and control points (Major must, Minor must and Recommendation). The
objective is to provide improvement guidance on Good Agricultural Practices of DLD for more quality
and efficiency pig production standard especially for ensuring food safety. The standard’s document,
compliance criteria, checklist, control points and related information on GAP of DLD and GLOBAL G.A.P.
(EUREP G.A.P.) for Pig Farm were studied, analyzed and compared. It can be concluded that most of
criteria, checklist and control points of these standards are compliant on components of farm, feed
and water, farm management, personnel, animal health, environment, animal welfare and data
recording. The major criteria of GLOBAL G.A.P. specify more than GAP of DLD are lighting, the operation
of alarm check for automatic equipment, stock sourcing and pig identification, zoonosis monitoring
focus on salmonellosis, veterinarian conducts quarterly inspections and produces written reports,
loading to dispatch for slaughter and records for relevant carcass condemnation by the slaughterhouse.
The addition of these criteria to the GAP of DLD will make to complete content, can improve pig

production and food safety for efficiency quality and standard of pig farm management.
